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Immigrant Health and Infectious Disease Clinic: post adoption services

The Immigrant and Infectious Disease Clinic provides post-adoption services through Dr. Anna Banerji. She is an award-winning specialist in Pediatrics, Infectious Disease, and Tropical Medicine, and is the Director of Global and Indigenous Health for Continuing Professional Development, Faculty of Medicine at the University of Toronto. Dr. Banerji was appointed into the Order of Ontario in 2012. She has been consulting on international adoptions for almost 20 years and is familiar with the complex issues faced by many internationally adopted children. Previously she was the medical consultant for the British Columbia Adoptive Families Association, and has given numerous lectures on adoption medicine. 
The Immigrant Health and Infectious Disease Clinic goal is to diagnose and treat conditions that are commonly seen in internationally adopted children. In addition this clinic assesses immigrant,    refugee children and children returning from travel. At the current time we do not do pre-adoption assessments.
Post adoption services include:

Thorough history and physical assessment

Screening for infectious disease including parasites

Screening for tuberculosis

Review of vaccine status

Screening for developmental issues.
